Representative of one of the standard reports in use by the Continental Army in
the Highlands Department, this descriptive roster lists several personal and term-
related characteristics of forty-five enlisted men of Captain James Tisdale’s
company of the Third Massachusetts Regiment.

In order from left to right, the columns are entitled: “Men’s Names”, “Age”,
“Height’ in “Feet” and “Inches’, “Complexion”, “Hair*, “Eyes”, “Occupation”,
“Town Belonging To®, “When Inlisted”, “Term Inlisted for”, “By Whom Inlisted” and
“Remarks.”

For example, the first man listed, and the preparer of this rostér, Sergeant
Joseph Ware, is described as being twenty-seven years old, 5’ 11" tall, of light
complexion, with light hair color, light eye color, a “yeoman” by occupation, from
the town of Needham, who was enlisted on February 24, 1777 for the term of the
duration of the war by Captain Tisdale.

The array of given names includes many yet common today but also reflects the
greater popularity of biblical names at that time, as in Ebenezer, Eli, Isaac,
Jeremiah, Josiah and Moses.

The ages of the men of this company range from sixteen to a remarkable and
perhaps unique seventy-six!

The men’s height ranges from 4’ 10" to an even 6'.

With three African-American members, two described as “Black” complexion and
one as “Brown®, this company was nearly typical of the late-war army in the
Highlands. On average, it is estimated that between 10% and 15% of
Washington’s men were African-Americans.

Nearly three-quarters of the men were noted to have been yeoman farmers at
the time of their enlistment. The other occupations cited yield four “cordwinders”
(i.e., shoemakers), four seamen, three blacksmiths, two carpenters, one cooper
(i.e., barrel maker) and one “taylor.”
